INSTALLATIONS

Unless otherwise stated in this document, LATICRETE technical data sheets and
guidelines, all work should be in accordance with AS3958.1-2007.

Surface Preparation

All surfaces should be between 4°C and 32°C and structurally sound, clean and free of
all laitance, dirt, oil, grease, loose peeling paint, concrete sealers or curing compounds.
Rough or uneven concrete surfaces should be made smooth with a LATICRETE Latex
Portland Cement underlayment to provide a wood float (or better) finish. Dry, dusty
concrete slabs or masonry should be dompened and excess water swept off.
Installation may be made on a damp surface. New concrete slabs shall be cured and
28 days old before application. Latex Portland cement mortars do not require a
minimum cure time for cement slabs. All substrates must be plumb and true to 5 mm in
3 m when measured from the high point. Expansion joints shall be provided through
the tile work, over all construction or expansion joints in the substrate. Follow
Australian Standards requirements for Expansion Joints in AS3958.1 Section 5.4.5
and AS3958.2 Section 4.5 or TCNA detail EI-171 “Movement Joints — Vertical &
Horizontal”. Do not cover expansion joints with adhesive.

Mixing
Place potable water into a clean pail and add ULTRA X8 adhesive powder. Mix by
hand or with a slow speed mixer to a smooth, trowelable consistency. Use

approximately 5 litres of water per 20 kg bag of adhesive. Allow mortar to slake
for 5—10 minutes. Remix without adding any more water or powder.

Slurry Bond Coat
Mix 6.8 litres of water to a 20 kg bag of ULTRA X8 adhesive Powder.

Application

Apply adhesive to the substrate with the flat side of the trowel, pressing firmly
to work info surface. Comb on additional adhesive with the notched side.
Note: Use the proper sized notched trowel to insure full bedding of the tile.
Spread as much adhesive as can be covered with tile in 10 — 15 minutes or
whilst adhesive is wet and tacky. Back butter large tiles 200 mm x 200 mm
to provide full bedding and firm support if required. Place tiles into wet, sticky
adhesive and beat in using a beating block and rubber mallet to imbed file and
adjust level. Check adhesive for complete coverage by periodically removing a
tile and inspecting bedding adhesive transfer onto back of tile. If adhesive is
skinned over (not sticky), remove and replace with fresh adhesive.
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Grouting

Grout after a minimum of 24 hours curing at 21°C using PERMACOLOR® Select Grout;
PERMACOLOR Grout; PERMACOLOR NS Grout; or, Smooth Grout. For greater stain &
chemical resistance use SPECTRALOCK PRO Premium Grout or other LATAPOXY Grouts. For
further information see TDS1400.

Cold Weather Note

The setting of Portland cement adhesives, mortars and grouts are retarded by low
temperatures. Protect finished work for an extended period when installing in cold
weather. For faster setting adhesives use LATICRETE Rapid Setting Thin- Set Adhesives
and Additives. Do not set file when surface temperature is below freezing or when
substrate s frozen.
