Old
ceramic floors need to be degreased by using the
alkaline detergent STONETECH KLENZAL CLEANER
and subjected to light abrasion to roughen them.

On outer surfaces, always observe the active expansion
joints already in the substrate applying WPM TAPE onto
them.

All erected parts, such as: columns, stairways, wall/wall
and wall/floor corners must be treated with WPM TAPE
or WPM TAPE PLV before applying AQUA BARRIER
RDY TOP.

WPM TAPE can be applied by using AQUA BARRIER
RDY TOP. Note: Do not use WPM TAPE PLV for
applications in continuous immersion in water such as
swimming pools or tanks.

Mix and application

During the summertime, do not keep bags of AQUA
BARRIER RDY TOP in direct sunlight before use. Pour
4.8-5.2 liters of clean water into a clean container and
then add the AQUA BARRIER RDY TOP powder. Mix
with a mechanical mixer at low speed to obtain a
homogeneous mixture with no lumps. Do not add
anything to the mix other than the water. If the mix has
already set, do not try and use it by adding water,
instead dispose of it and make another mixture.

Apply the mortar to the backing with a smooth steel
spatula, pressing firmly to ensure it adheres to the
backing or a brush or a short pile roller. Apply the
second layer of product after the first one has sufficiently
dried, approximately 4 hours. Do not exceed 2 mm for
each layer. Using AQUA BARRIER NET, added to the
first fresh coat of product, ensures total coverage of the
substrate once the second coat of product has
completely covered the mesh. Wait approximately 24
hours after applying AQUA BARRIER RDY TOP before
laying tiles.

For laying tiles, use a class C2 or higher adhesive and
make a wide joint (at least 3 mm).
