SECTION 4: FIRST AID MEASURES

4.1 Description of first aid measures:

SECTION 6: ACCIDENTAL RELEASE MEASURES

6.1 Personal precautions, protective equipment and emergency procedures:

Isolate leaks provided that there is no additional risk for the people performing this task. Evacuate the area and keep out those without protection. Personal
protection equipment must be used against potential contact with the spilt product (See section 8).
